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  January 3, 2011, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Tuesday, January 3, 2012 at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Lee Diedrich.  

Reorganization of Board:

At this time Chairman Haugland called for the reorganization of the Board.

	MOTION:   Commissioner	McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice                seconded that Commissioner Haugland be elected Chairman for 2012. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

	MOTION: Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that Commissioner Rice be elected Vice-chairman for 2012. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Minutes:

The minutes of the December 19, 2011 meeting were not read.

Updates on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Scott Jones and County Engineer Jim Carpita joined the meeting. 

Scott reported on the following:

Scott reported that Anderson Lane will be graveled at the end of the week and the bridge project will then be complete.

Scott informed the Commissioners that gravel is being hauled to Eliason Lane this morning then the hauling should be done.  The reflectors on Eliason Lane will be installed at a later date.  

The road crew damaged Jim Hagenbarth’s cattleguard at the end of Hogsback Road when they were removing it for cleaning. Mr. Hagenbarth has offered to pay for half of the costs.  Chairman Haugland recommended that the County honor the commitment as made in the past; split the cost for a used cattleguard, materials, and labor with Jim Hagenbarth.

Commissioner McGinley reviewed the Road Department budget with Scott.  The overall budget is in good shape with 48% expended.  The temporary help line item is low on funds, but the overtime line item is in good shape.  With winter coming Scott was advised to watch the overtime line item before he adds on temporary help this spring.

Jim reported that the contractor is working on the Dillon shop floor.  He does not believe it will be completed by Thursday.

Scott reported that Vigilante Electric moved Andy Johnson’s electrical service on Anderson Lane which makes it safer at the bridge work site.  The Commissioners will send a thank you card to Vigilante. 

Jim reported that he is working on the Bannack Bench Bridge Project and the Argenta Bridge Project.  The Matador Gravel Pit crushing project is approximately half completed.  The gravel from this site will not be used until the project is completed, the site report is completed, and everyone is satisfied.

Action on Resolution 2012-01 to Set commission Meeting Dates:

Dillon Tribune Reporter Polly Taylor joined the meeting. The Commissioners reviewed the above-mentioned Resolution and the following motion was made:

Old Business/Other Topics of Discussion:

Before today’s Commission meeting Phil Taylor, owner of the Sleepy Hollow Golf Course, presented the Commissioners with a petition to have Nissen Lane graveled.

Planner Rick Hartz – V Nine Cabins and RV Minor Subdivision Final Plat Review and Action:

Planner Rick Hartz joined the meeting to give the Final Plat Report of the V Nine Cabins and RV Minor Subdivision. The Beaverhead County Planning Department recommends Final Plat approval of the V Nine Cabins and RV Minor Subdivision. The conditions of approval that were placed on this subdivision by rent or lease at the time of preliminary plat approval (June 1, 2010) have either been met or will be otherwise satisfied at the time of development. Please reference the attached letter from Beaverhead County Sanitarian Larry Laknar dated June 21, 2011 as the sanitation related conditions will be satisfied at the time of installation. The final plat review fee has been paid to Beaverhead County. Due to the fact that this is a subdivision by rent or lease there is not a final plat to sign; no land is being subdivided.

	MOTION:   Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the Final Plat of the V Nine Cabins and RV Minor Subdivision be approved. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Old Business/Other Topics of Discussion:
	
DES Coordinator Larry Laknar and Planner Rick Hartz joined the meeting to inform the Commissioners that two changes need to be made to the draft Memorandum of Understanding between the DNRC/WRD and Stakeholders of the Big Hole River watershed to complete a new approximate level floodplain study covering approximately 116 miles of the Big Hole River.  Both changes were on page 2: necessary funding was changed to $5,000 and the word “approximate” was inserted in the title of the study, thus titled as “Approximate” Big Hole River Floodplain Study.  These changes will be made and the document will be sent back to the DNRC.
