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January 22, 2008, Regular Session of the County Commissioners


The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on January 22, 2008, at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  
The minutes of the January 14, 2008 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the minutes of the January 14, 2008 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.


Road Manager Richard Miller joined the meeting and submitted the Road Report for January 13 – 19, 2008.


Dillon Area

· All local area paved roads and the Elkhorn side of the Pioneer Scenic Byway,

· Lemhi Road, Brenner Lane, Bannack Pass Road, Bloody Dick Road, Bannack Bench Road, and Elkhorn Road were plowed.

· Gravel was stockpiled at the old landfill.

· Gravel  at the old landfill was screened.

· Clean up and maintenance was done on the yard.

· Blacktail Road was hand patched.

· Dillon, Elkhorn, Glen, and Horse Prairie area roads were checked.

· The shop yard was cleaned and a cattleguard was installed on Albers Lane.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Lima Area
· South Valley Road, Sage Creek Road, Big Sheep Creek Road, River Road, and local area roads around Lima were plowed.

· South Valley Road, and Lima and Dell area roads were checked.

· The South Valley Road, Big Sheep Creek Road, Sage Creek Road, and local area roads were plowed.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Wisdom Area

· Jackson and Wisdom area roads and both end of the Big Hole Valley and were plowed.

· Wisdom area roads were checked.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.
The crews plowed roads Saturday, Sunday, and Monday.  The County received a call from Susan Parker asking that Sinclair Lane be plowed.  Sinclair Lane is a City road and Susan was referred to the City of Dillon.

There is a drift on Stone Creek Road that is prohibiting Kim Lane access to a field.  Richard will look into this matter.

In regards to the Governor Creek Project, it is estimated that the cost for Morrison and Maierle Engineering’s final design is $19,000.  Wally Zobel has asked that the Road be moved to the east.  Engineering the final design will add $3,000 to $5,000 to the project making it over a $20,000.  Richard has talked to MACo Counsel Jack Holstrom for his legal opinion.  Jack’s opinion was to go ahead with the project.  This alteration would be handled as a change order. 

Tom Helle called after 9 p.m. to have Stone Creek Road plowed.  Except in emergencies the County does not plow roads after 9 p.m. due to safety concerns.  

The Loss Control conference that Commissioner McGinley and Richard attended last week was discussed. Richard left the meeting.

Sheriff Jay Hansen joined the meeting.  Jay is continuing to reinstate dispatch employees and he is working with Financial Administrator Betty Tinsley to adjust line items in the budget.  The Detention staff will be short handed for the next three to six months.  The jail population has been erratic lately. Jay left the meeting.

County Attorney Marv McCann joined the meeting and the Ed Scott issue on the Big Hole River Conservation Development Standards and Permitting Process Ordinance was discussed.   Marv will write a letter to Mr. Scott’s lawyer.  In this letter Marv will state all of the information the County disagrees with, but due to errors in the process the County is not willing to pursue this matter.  The Ordinance will be rewritten.

Marv left the meeting.


Chairman Rice recessed the meeting at 11:00 a.m. for the E911 meeting.

Chairman Rice reconvened with all Commissioners and Secretary Patti Odasz present.

Surveyor Travis Wilson from Anderson engineering and Developer Mark Stosich joined the meeting to discuss the Improvements Agreement for the Lima Peaks Estates Minor Subdivision.  In order to comply with preliminary plat Condition #15, seven culverts need to be installed.  Lengthy discussion ensued and the following was agreed to:

1. Not required to install a culvert on the entrance to Peaks Drive because it is located on top of a hill.

2. Lots #1 and #2: Defer the installation of the culverts until the driveways are built.

3. Lot #3 and #5: Defer the installation of the culverts until the driveways are built and may not be required pending homesite location.

4. Lot #4: The culvert not required as per MDOT access permit.

5. Lot #1: Straw bale berms in swale not required.

6. Lots #1 and #2: Developer will install detention basins adjacent to Peak Drive. Culvert connecting detention basins will not be required.

7. The two approaches off Highway 91 will be paved back to the property line.

Mark will write a letter to Rick regarding these items. Travis, Mark, and Rick left the meeting.


Public Health Director Sue Hansen joined the meeting.  Sue is in the process of doing reference checks on the four candidates for the Administrative Assistant position.  Interviews will be held next week.  Pug Levitt, Julie Dewey, and Sue will be doing the interviews.  Pug will be resigning her position but will stay and train the new person when hired.  An RN is required for this position, which is 35 hours per week.


Sue attended the Multi-County Public Health Emergency Planning Meeting.  All the Memorandums of Understanding (MOU) have been signed between the various counties, Barrett Hospital, and Sheridan Hospital.  Sue will be working with the University of Montana – Western to update its MOU.


Sue has received the Medicare numbers, but has not received the Medicaid numbers.


The budget for the nurse practioner may need to be adjusted.  The budget was set at 10 hours per week, but she has been working more.


There have been four confirmed case of flu in Beaverhead County.  There are 60 to 70 doses of vaccine left.  Sue is getting ready to order next year’s vaccine.


Sue told the Commissioners that she would like to be on the County’s Safety Committee.  At the Commissioners’ request Safety Director Jack Eddie joined the meeting.   The Commissioners appointed Sue to the Safety Committee. Several options for various trainings were discussed.  Jack left the meeting.  Sue has done infection control for law enforcement and blood Borne Pathogen training.


The Arley School has been closed due to the Nora Virus.


The absentee reports from the Beaverhead schools show that most of the absences were from nausea and vomiting.  Sue has faxed this report to the State.


Sue suggested the Incident Command System training be offered to County employees.  Sue suggested that in case of emergencies perhaps a County employee be designated as the County’s public information officer.  Sue left the meeting.


Larry Iager of the Beaverhead County DUI Task Force joined the meeting.  A conference call was held with Dan Haffey, the Butte-Silver Bow County Prevention Specialist.  Butte and Beaverhead County Task Forces both donated $1,500 towards a hiring a grant writer.  Because of this effort 1.5 million dollars will be divided between five counties for DUI statistics and for education on binge drinking. The Butte – Silver

Bow Health Department has assumed fiscal responsibility for this grant.  A condition of the grant was that each county that receives money from the grant has to hire an administrator for the program.  Four people were interviewed.  The office is located at the University of Montana – Western and there will be two full-time employees. Also, Dan is in the Beaverhead County office one day per week.  The goal is to organize the community and build a strong collation for prevention and to build a basic infrastructure. The Commissioners thanked Dan and the call was ended.  The Commissioners explained budgeting authority to Larry.   Larry will find out if part of the grant can be used to pay the $1,500 for the grant writer.  The invoice will not be paid until the Commissioners hear from Larry.  Larry left the meeting.

 
Chairman Rice went over the day’s business with the news media.


The Commissioners reviewed and approved the January 13 – 19, 2008 invoices for a total of $15,500.73. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.


There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 5:00 p.m.
