BEAVERHEAD COUNTY COMPENSATION BOARD MEETING

The Beaverhead County Compensation Board met on Monday, August 4, 2008, at 1:30 p.m. in the Commissioners’ Office.

Board Members Present: Commission Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, Treasurer Kathy Allard, Clerk and Recorder Debbie Scott, Sheriff Jay Hansen, and County Attorney Jed Fitch. 

Board Members Absent:  Tedd Stanisich and John Schyler

Others present: Secretary Patti Odasz.

Chairman Rice convened the Compensation Board meeting at 1:30 p.m.  Prior to this meeting the members were given copies of the article “Inflation Rate Jumps by Biggest Amount in Six Months” and copies of “Annual Cost of Living Adjustment” from MACo Executive Director Harold Blattie for their review.   The Board was informed that Congress did not pass Secured Rural School (SRS) funding this year and that the County’s PILT payment was decreased t by $16,000.  Because the SRS was not passed, the government will revert back to the 25 percent fund.  This will mean an $80,000 to $90,000 decrease in the road fund.  The estimate of the County mill levy is $17,583, which is an increase of $652 dollars from last year.  There was lengthy discussion as to what percent of COLA should be given.

MOTION:
Jay moved and Kathy seconded that a 3.2 percent COLA be given amounting to 53 cents per hour. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Jed brought up for discussion the County Attorney’s salary.  The County Attorney’s association interprets the law as the State pays ½ of the County Attorney’s salary and the County pays ½ of the County Attorney’s salary.  MACo interprets the law that the State pays the counties for legal services and this money can go for secretarial wages, etc.

Jay moved and Mike seconded that the meeting be adjourned.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.
