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September 2, 2009 Special Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in special session on Wednesday, September 2, 2009 at 9:30 a.m.  

Chairman Rice convened the meeting at 10:10 a.m. Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, County Engineer Jim Carpita, Federal Highways Administration (FHWA) representatives Todd Butikofer and Jim Rathke, Dillon Tribune Reporter Barbara Bauerle, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

The topic of discussion was the repair of the two sluffs on the Pioneer Scenic Byway.

Todd and Jim Rathke will be doing an onsite inspection of the two sluff areas today.  Last year the FHWA created a design to fix the first sluff.  Hardrive Construction’s estimate for the first sluff was too high and there was not enough money for the repair.

Todd and Jim Rathke will take their findings from today’s inspection to John Murphy at the FHWA.  John will then take this information to the Tri-Agency Committee, which includes Gary Larson from the Montana Department of Transportation (MDT) and a Forest Service Representative.  

Options of how to reach the sluffs so that they can be fixed were discussed.

Jim Carpita will join Jim Rathke and Todd for the onsite inspection of the sluff areas and he will also review the design for the repair of the first sluff.

Todd and Jim Rathke both suggested that the Commissioners contact Gary Larson at MDT regarding this project.

There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 10:30 a.m.
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
